EMBARKS ON A  

WATER CONSERVATION  

PROGRAM.  
 

The Coeur dõAlene Parks Department is in the 

process of converting its parks to a water con-

servation system that will conserve up to 30% in 

water consumption.  The system will shut down 

a valve in the irrigation system if there is a 

break in a main line, a lateral line or a broken 

sprinkler.  The soil moisture will regulate the 

amount of irrigation. It will also shut down the 

system when it rains, provided that the amount 

of rain is enough to provide a pre -determined 

amount of soil moisture. Once damage is de-

tected in an irrigation line, the monitor/

controller at the park site will send a message 

back to the central computer notifying the tech-

nician of the problem and identifying the park 

and the location.  This will save a lot of time in 

fieldwork because it will greatly reduce the  
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
